- Wipe away debris with a damp cloth containing a
suitable amount of a neutral, dishwashing
detergent. Then wipe clean with a damp cloth.

- Do not use detergent that might damage the
surface of spout. These include:

-- Detergents containing acid, chlorine bleach or
alkali.

-- Detergents that are coarse granules in nature,
such as polishing powder.

-- Solvents such as paint thinner or benzene.
